Anacortes CTK Motorcycle has planned rides throughout the coming months.

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	When we go on planned rides normally we have a staging area, usually CTK Church Office at 28th and Q Ave. Anacortes. We start staging 30 minutes prior to departure, then have a road meeting followed by prayer.

	
	We leave in small groups of 8 bikes, leaving 1/4 to 1/2 mile between groups. This makes it safer and less congested on the road. Each group has a Lead Bike in front, and a Drag or Sweep Bike in the rear.
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The Lead Bike rides in the left side of the lane, and everyone behind him rides in staggered file behind him, riding 2 seconds behind the bike directly in front of him or her, and 1 second behind the bike the staggered bike. 
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	Holding this compact group prevents wild motorists from breaking our pack up by passing and diving in between us.

	Safety First when we ride!!

	 The Drag Bike is the guardian of the pack. When we need to change lanes the Lead Bike will signal the change, but the Drag bike will initiate the change, after the Drag has made the lane change, with no one between him and the lead bike, then the Leader will change and everyone can safely follow suit.

If anyone has to pull off in a ride for mechanical, or any other reason, the only bike to stop for assistance is the Drag Bike. 

The second bike behind the bike that pulled off will ride up to his spot, this way we don’t have every one zig zagging to close the gap. The rest of the pack will follow the Lead Bike to a secure pull-off spot and wait for word from the Drag Bike, and we will assess the situation. 

 

We use accepted riding hand signals while riding. The Lead Bike directs his pack for safety: 

· One finger up (index please) -go into a single file, 2 seconds apart. 

· 2 fingers index and little finger - go back to staggered file. 

· Pointing down - road hazard. 

· A hand wave, pulling away from a stop sign where traffic is crossing us means you are on your own, 
stop then proceed. If we get traffic between us the Leader will re-group at the next safe spot.

As these signals are given each rider will pass the same signal back.   

 

Keeping our packs down to 8 bikes allows visual contact between the Leader and the Drag Bike. As we occasionally all meet back up in a gas stop, or eatery, when we leave we again leave our 1/4 mile to 1/2 mile gap between groups
